Does your system have asbestos pipe? If 
you are not sure, according to SCDHEC a 
utility is to assume they have asbestos 
pipe if they have any pipe installed prior 
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type of pipe it is. If unsure, SCDHEC 
requires either  a sample plug to be 
taken by a Industrial Hygienist and tested 
or assume the pipe is asbestos.  
 
SCDHEC requires anyone who repairs or 
replaces asbestos utility lines take an 
approved initial course and a refresher 
course annually. Certificates of 
completion must be submitted to 
SCDHEC annually for proof of 
compliance.  
 
SCRWA and Frost Training have 
developed this course, with the approval 
of SCDHEC and OSHA, and is specifically 
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for public utility workers who cut and 
repair cementitious pipe.
